Elina Marusova was born and works in Moscow, her main artistic method is small
sculpture. The main themes for Elina are freedom and limitations, time and the cyclical
nature of life, as well as rethinking scientific data and experiments. Elina graduated
from the Surikov art institute in Moscow and free workshops of MMOMA, also
received additional education in Paris and Munich. She participated in group museum
exhibitions: MMOMA, Tretyakov Gallery, Museum of Moscow. Also she took part in
the residence of Nikolai Polissky.

Elina's first education is engineering, which is reflected in the perception of the forms
and meanings of her works. Elina's artistic practice began with traditional painting and
gradually transformed into work with three-dimensional forms. In addition to ceramics,
the most interesting media for the implementation of creative ideas turned out to be
installations from found objects and video art.

The focus of interests and the basis of Elina's creative ideas are often discoveries
made by mankind, shedding light on the order of things and their impact on our lives.
These can be fundamental research in the field of physics and chemistry, significant
theories in archeology and astronomy, as well as historical and sociological facts and
phenomena. Elina interprets all this according to her subjective perception and
creates visual objects placed in this or that situational canvas.

Elina finds beauty in the aesthetics of simple forms and makes them understandable
to everyone. Visual inspiration comes from the urban environment. A variety of
materials of urban elements and their combination for her is the main source of ideas
In color and composition.
